Social Enterprise
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in Hong Kong

Social Enterprise (SE) becomes a hot issue recently. Dr. CHAN
Kam-tong, Head of Unit for Third Sector Studies, Hong Kong
Polytechnic University, gave a brief account on the development
of SE. SE in Hong Kong was initiated at the 90s of 20th century
and grew rapidly after 2000. “Instead of providing welfare
support to the unemployed, SE adopts a “work integrated”
approach which encourages disadvantaged individuals to work
independently and become self-reliant.”

At the end of March 2007, there are 68 NGOs assisting or
undertaking 208 SE projects. To further promote SE, Home Affairs
Bureau is planning to set up a special team responsible for the
training of SE managers, setting up a registration mechanism for
SE and organizing a Social Enterprise Summit chaired by the
HKSAR Chief Executive. Dr. CHAN expressed that SE can
facilitate social harmony for it engages and enhances experience
exchanges of the Government, business sector and civil society
to work together for disadvantaged groups.

“SE is different from general business for it upholds the so-called

“double bottom line” : profit making and social objective. Business
operation is the means to achieve the ultimate social goal,” said

Mr. CHUA Hoi-wai, Business Director (Policy Advocacy &
International Networks) of the Hong Kong Council of Social
Service. SE could be set up and operated by any organization
and individual, however, to avoid malpractice and abuse of the
SE status, a monitoring mechanism should be introduced to
oversee and evaluate the objectives achieved by SE.

Two SEs share with us their experiences. Pet's Dream House,
a SE unit of Lok Kwan Social Service, provides pets caring
services and pets products. It provides job training as shop
assistant for the unemployed and mentally handicapped.
Fiona LAU Chung-yan, Centre-in-charge of Lok Kwan Social
Service said, “Other than financial resources, public recognition
and support are the most important factors contributing to the
further development of SE in Hong Kong.”

LMC (Love Multi Culture) Shop, run by HK SKH Lady MacLehose
Centre, locates at a shopping mall in Kwai Fong, selling
handicrafts made by minority groups, mainly female Pakistani.
“By engaging the minority groups in making products with their
traditional craftsmanship, it provides job opportunities for the
minority groups to integrate into local community,” expressed
Nora WONG Fuk-nga, Project Officer of LMC.

“In Taiwan, non-profit organizations flourished in mid 80’s.
Due to the earthquake in 1999, more and more NGOs set up
SE to provide jobs for vulnerable groups so as to revitalize
local community,” said Dr. Hao WANG, Vice PEO of School of
Management Development, Feng Chia University. Taiwan
government is proactive in promoting SE and universities are
commissioned to serve as consultancy to examine the operation,
marketing and product improvement of SE so as to enhance
its competitiveness in open market. Besides, the Diversified
Employment Development Scheme was introduced to network

government departments and NGOs to develop various SE

projects and a total of ~ 50,000 jobs were created as at 2004.
80% of SE units regard the Scheme a successful one for it
helps SE achieve sustainable development. Itis hoped that
HKSAR Government can adopt various measures to further
promote SE in Hong Kong.
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
