YOUTH POWER PROJECT DETAILS
Introduction

In the past, youngsters could only express their concern of social issues through district-based forums and youth summits. With the facilitation of the rapid development of internet web 2.0 culture and creative media, the youth is more vocal but their voice could not be heard in conventional platform and media. 
The United Nations has designated year 2010-11 as the International Year of Youth (IYY) 2010-11 - "Dialogue and Mutual Understanding".  In response to this, the Hong Kong Council of Social Service and Rotary Club of Kowloon West are going to launch the Youth Power Project with a series of training and participation platforms for the youth in both the district and territory-wide levels. The platform will collect the concern of the youth and channel it to leaders of government, corporate and non-governmental organizations. It is to encourage dialogue and mutual understanding, for the promotion of the ideals of peace, respect for human rights and freedoms, and solidarity in Hong Kong. 
Objectives

1. To build alliance with different professions, with the use of multi-media, and to engage youth participation in the community and facilitate youth-adult decision making in Hong Kong;

2. To further equip the youth creative thinking, analytical, critical and multi-media skills;
3. To build a platform for the youth to channel their concerns to leaders of government, corporate and non-government organization and make contributions to the policy making
Application Criteria

· 15-25 years old

· Interested in social development , people's livelihood, general studies and international issues

· Dare to think creatively, express opinion and face challenges

Application Method

Applicants must submit the following documents on or before 11 March 2011 (Friday):

1. Completed application form

2. A 1000-word essay in English or Chinese on the following Topic 

Topic

As a youngster, what concern you most?

For example: Housing, medical, education, youth participation, pop culture, social problem, social welfare, internet phenomena, youth employment or any other issues of interest to you)
Screening Procedures

Shortlisted candidates may be invited to attend interviews in March 2011. Applicants who do not receive notification by 25 March 2011 will assume their application unsuccessful. The Panel of Judges will include trained youth ambassadors, academia and social work profession. The decision made by the Panel of Judges is final.

Youth Power Platform Arrangement
Each Team could freely choose its topic, language and modes of presentation. Youth Power Project 1st Round Competition “Secondary School Group” and “Tertiary Institution and Open Group” will be held on 9 and 16 April 2011. 
Top ten of 1st Round Youth Power Project Competition could enter the Youth Power Project Final Competition on 14 August 2011 and will have HK$500 as subsidy for the development of the presentation topic. Winners of the 6 prizes in the Final Competition will have HK$3,000 each as recognition.
Responsibility of Applicants

Applicants must:

1. Select one issue of concern to the youth, and with self-chosen mode of presentation, to persuade and solicit support from government, corporate and non-government organizations for the idea that the team proposes. 

2. Attend a series of training on creative thinking, analytical, critical and multi-media skills, if any

3. Participate in the production of the Youth Power Project e-publication.

4. Actively participate and organize issue and event that concern the youth most
