Attend Rehabilitation Overseas Conferences and Study Visits in 2008-09 

Four-cities Conference on Services for People with Mental Handicap
[ July 12-15, 2008 (4 days); Taipei, Taiwan]

Relevancy to Hong Kong rehabilitation service

The Conference, organized biennially, is a popular forum for discussion and exchange of ideas on services and issues related to people with mental handicap for the participants from Hong Kong, Guangzhou, Taipei and Macau.  With the proximity of the four cities, the Hong Kong’s support to and our active participation in the Conference can create synergy of involved organizations, professionals and parents, and contribute effectively toward the development of services for people with mental handicap in the region.  Many parents organizations have indicated strong interest in sending their committee members, including persons with mildly mental handicap, and workers to attend this event.

Proposed delegation size

From disability self-help groups: 
- 80% subsidy:  6 persons with disabilities

- 50% subsidy:  10 parents and frontline workers

From rehabilitation agencies: 

- 50% subsidy:  8 workers and members

Expected outcomes

With similar cultural backgrounds, it is expected that the sharing of experience in provision of services for people with mental handicap may be conducted in a more in-depth and fruitful manner.  As there is almost no language barrier for participants, more parents and people with mental handicap would be able to attending the event fully.  Also, the awareness of empowerment of our local people with mental handicap would be further enhanced and stimulated.
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
