Study Visit on Specific Learning Difficulties

(September 29 – October 3, 2008; Place: Taipei and Kaohsiung, Taiwan)

Relevancy to Hong Kong rehabilitation service

Specific Learning Difficulties (SLD) was formally recognized by Hong Kong Government as one of the disability categories in 2007.  As SLD is new and challenging to the rehabilitation sector, the training needs for adequate knowledge and skills in helping SLD children have been great.  Taiwan is using Chinese as its language medium that in terms of SLD, Hong Kong can gain much insights.  It is expected that this study visit would enable the participating rehabilitation workers and parents to have a better understanding of the specially designed services for SLD children and their families in a traditional Chinese society.
